Executive Director, TZ1

Joanna has been integral in bringing TZ1 to 
this stage in its development. 

TZ1 was established in early 2007 following 
the release of a feasibility report of the carbon 
market in the Asia Pacific region authored by 
a number of chief executives from large New 
Zealand corporations, international investment 
banks and government advisers.

TZ1 Market offers a robust fully integrated 
financial market infrastructure platform 
for carbon. This platform comprises the 
TZ1 Carbon Registry and the TZ1 Carbon 
Exchange.

Joanna has a strong legal background, 
extensive international experience in carbon 
and financial markets and has strong local and 
global networks within the carbon field.

Last year Joanna established the Carbon 
Market Working Group which included 
CEOs of Air New Zealand, 42 Below, 
Fonterra, McKinsey, Infratil, the New Zealand 
Institute, the New Zealand Rugby Union, 
PricewaterhouseCoopers, energy companies 
Vector, Meridian and Contact, brokers ABN 
AMRO and Goldman Sachs JBWere, as well 
as a number of government agencies.

Milo has been a leading expert on carbon 
market analysis and price forecasting over the 
past four years.  In his current capacity he is 
responsible for research and analysis into the 
emerging North American carbon markets 
including the development of dedicated carbon 
price forecasting models. He works with major 
financial and energy sector organisations to 
help them understand the implications of the 
climate change legislation in North America. 

Milo was one of the founding members of 
New Carbon Finance (NCF) and prior to his 
current role he led the development of NCF’s 
quantitative analysis of the European and 
global Kyoto carbon markets and was the main 
architect of NCF’s EU ETS and Kyoto models, 
based out of London. In this role he has 
assisted numerous companies in assessing 
future carbon prices and trading strategies.

Chair, The Climate Group Australia and Former 
Deputy Premier & Minister for the Environment, 
Victoria 

John Thwaites is a Professorial Fellow, 
Monash University, and Chair of the Monash 
Sustainability Institute. He also chairs the 
Climate Group in Australia and the Australian 
Centre for the Moving Image, Australia’s only 
cultural centre dedicated to film, TV, games 
and the moving image. He is also a director of 
the Australian Green Building Council. 

John is currently working with the Brotherhood 
of St Laurence to highlight the impact of 
climate change on low income Australians 
and developing policies to assist them. He 
was an invited participant at the Australia2020 
Summit.

John was Deputy Premier of Victoria from 
1999 until his retirement in 2007. During this 
period he was Minister for Health, Minister for 
Planning, Minister for Environment, Minister for 
Water, Minister for Victorian Communities and 
Victoria’s first Minister for Climate Change.

Adviser, PricewaterhouseCoopers

Simon Upton is an adviser to 
PricewaterhouseCoopers on climate change and 
sustainable development related issues.   

He divides his time between New Zealand (where 
he also pursues farming, forestry and other 
business interests) and the northern hemisphere. 
He is a former New Zealand Minister who, since 
retiring from Parliament in 2000 has, with a 
brief intermission, chaired the Round Table on 
Sustainable Development at the OECD. 

The Round Table is a multi-stakeholder 
forum that brings together ministers, senior 
management from intergovernmental 
organisations, private sector executives, 
academics and non-governmental organisations. 
While it is hosted by the OECD, the Round Table 
has to raise all its funding from sources external 
to the OECD.  As a result, it has depended for its 
success on excellent networking and the ability 
to identify issues for discussion which are timely 
and supported by high quality research. The 
Round Table has become widely regarded as one 
of the most effective, high-level, informal policy 
dialogue fora in the world.

	 Bruno Vanderborght
Senior Vice-President Environmental Strategy, 
Holcim

Bruno Vanderborght is Senior Vice-President 
Environmental Strategy at Holcim, a Swiss based 
global cement group, shaping the Holcim climate 
protection strategy. 

Holcim has 27 installations in the EU ETS, is 
working on eight CDM and two JI projects. Bruno 
is co-chair of the Task Force Climate Protection 
of the WBCSD Cement Sustainability Initiative, 
which developed the global cement industry 
CO2 reporting and verification standard and the 
benchmarking system “Getting the Numbers 
Right”. He is author of several policy papers on 
market based systems such as benchmarking 
in ETS, CDM and JI, taxation and sectoral 
approach and is involved in R&D projects on 
Carbon Capture and geological and biological 
sequestration. 

	 Murray Ward
Principal, Global Climate Change Consultancy

From 1996 to 2002 Murray Ward led the New 
Zealand Ministry for the Environment’s climate 
change team. In addition to steering the 
development of domestic climate change policy, 
Murray was a leading senior negotiator in New 
Zealand delegations to international climate 
change meetings. He is considered to be one 
of the key architects of the Kyoto framework, 
in particular for his international work on Land-
Use, Land-Use Change and Forestry (‘sinks’) 
and market trading mechanisms. This has 
included chairing key rules-drafting groups and 
the development of the international Registries 
system. 

Murray founded Global Climate Change 
Consultancy (GtripleC) in 2003. Through this 
he provides high-level counsel to a range of 
international and New Zealand public and private 
sector clients. GtripleC’s current international 
focus is on the policy architecture of an enlarged 
multilateral climate change regime post-2012. It 
also is active in how carbon markets are evolving, 
both compliance and ‘voluntary carbon’.

Head of Strategic Review of the Australian 
Government Climate Change Policy & Head of 
Government & Public Sector Group, CitiGroup

Roger Wilkins is Head of Government and Public 
Sector Group Australia and New Zealand with 
Citi and Citi’s global public sector leader on 
climate change

Roger was the Director-General of The Cabinet 
Office in New South Wales, Australia from 
1992-2006.  During his time in The Cabinet 
Office he played a leading role in areas of reform 
in administration and law, in corporatisation and 
micro-economic reform, in Commonwealth-State 
relations including the negotiation of agreements 
on competition policy, international treaties, 
mutual recognition, electricity, the environment 
and health reform

In the area of climate change, he was responsible 
for the Greenhouse Office; introduction of an 
emissions trading scheme in the state of NSW; 
design of a national emissions trading scheme 
for Australia as chair of a national taskforce. He 
is currently leading the strategic review of the 
Australian Government’s climate change policies.
