U.5. Climate Action Partnership
Cites Environmental and Economic Benefits

WASHINGTON, D.C. Jan. 22. 2007 — A diverse group of U.S.-based businesses and
leading environmental organizations today called on the federal government to quickly enact
strong national legisiation to achieve significant reductions of greenhouse gas emissions.
The group said any delay in action to control emissions increases the risk of unavoidable
consequences that could necessitste even steeper reductions in the future
